Moderator Analysis: We hypothesize that self-estimates concerning verbal, numerical, or spatial abilities should be more valid than self-
assessrments of general cognitive ability, which in turn is usually a compound of different subabilities (as implemented in omnibus test
batteries). Consequently, use of these “standard” abilities should also result in more valid seif-estimates than use of more rarely assessed

abilities, such as memory or processing speed, for instance.
